What were some of the things 
that she was worried about? 
 
4.  Molly knew that if she ate the cake, her parents would never know.  Why do you think 
she decided not to eat the cake? 
 
5.  Are there any traditions or ideas that you believe in so strongly that you would risk not 
fitting in? 
 
6.  What did Melinda say at the party that hurt Molly very much?  Melinda said 
something that was not totally true.  Why do you think her aunt told her something like 
that?  Molly’s classmates really did not defend her.  How did this help Melinda?  How did 
this add to Molly’s hurt?
